There is definitely an adjustment period but when you come to appreciate getting back 
to school again, we become more productive and also learn beyond the academics. 

Talisay City 
College English instructors may have faced discomforts with the resumption of limited 
face-to-face but the drive to truly impart what is best for the students is very evident as 
they sail through and amidst the discomforts they have encountered.  English instructors 
find face-to-face classes better than online classes because it allowed students to focus 
more and understand the lessons better.
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
